University of Northern lowa Education-
al Talent Search is a free educational
program designed to assist 6th-12th
grade participants in their preparation
for enrollment into any college of their
choice.

Who can apply?

Students who are eligible for free and
reduced lunch and are first genera-
tion. One-third of ETS participants do
not have to meet income or first-
generation requirements.

What are the time commitments?

All workshops and 1:1 advising will
be done during the school day. Some
field trips will be outside of school
hours.

What is a first-generation
student?

First generation is defined as a
student whose parents/guardians
did not graduate from a four-year
institution in the U.S.
